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The National HIV PrEP Summit (NHPS) was a new NMAC conference held December 3-4, 2016 in San
Francisco. Like the conference’s logo, this meeting was a collaboration between community-based
organizations (CBOs), health departments (HDs), national organizations, and NMAC. The meeting
brought together HIV leaders to discuss and learn about Pre-exposure prophylaxis (PrEP) and other
biomedical HIV prevention interventions. The intent of NHPS was not to argue the science of PrEP.
Instead, it focused on the implementation and infrastructure needed to turn the promise of the
science into an effective community-level HIV prevention option.

The National HIV PrEP Summit was designed to be an interactive conference allowing participants
and opportunity to have real conversations about PrEP and Biomedical Interventions. The program
consisted of 27 workshops and 4 plenary sessions. The topics covered were education campaigns,
priority populations, healthcare providers, research, training programs, program implementation,
and public policy.

The Summit sold out with 696 registrants. These registrants included PrEP users, medical
professionals, health department officials, community administrators, researchers and federal
officials.

Gus Cairns wrote, “that the US National HIV PrEP Summit, y .

ever been to.” He continued by saying, “this first-ever Summit was “one of the most

The PrEP summit was designed as an event of celebration and hope. Its structure, its speakers, even
the way the plenary room was designed and the way the speakers dressed, all conveyed one
message: we are all in this together, and PrEP really is the game-

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The atmosphere was more akin to gay men’s prevention conferences in the 1990s than treatment
conferences. There was little sense of hierarchy or experts-versus-learners. One prominent presenter
came out as having just started PrEP, to warm applause. Workers for stern-sounding federal bureaus
were hard to tell from community spokespeople. Discussions were facilitated by an ‘MC’, the activist
Ken Williams, better known as the blogger ‘Ken Like Barbie’, who has no federal job to lose.

The conference audience was also notably different. A majority of attendees were women, about
50% were black, and flamboyant rather than conservative gayness was much on show. There was
also a large, conspicuous and involved trans* contingent, mainly women but some men.”

Plenary sessions were established as informal in-the-round motivational presentations that
encouraged interaction and conversation between the audience and speakers. The plenary
schedule and topics were as follows:

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Evaluation Qualitative Data

Of the almost 700 registrants surveyed, 36%, (approximately 250 individusals) responded to session
specific questions that sought data related to acquired knowledge and skills gained at the Summit
as well as the respondents’ thoughts about the presenters of the various sessions, plenaries.
Special questions were asked of respondents as to when and how they they planned to use the
materials from the Summit in their day-to-day work.

Overall, this Summit was well received. Most people (85%) answered that they liked the Summit’s
content, plenaries, speakers, networking the most. 72% and 69% gave recommendations for
additional session topics and other adjustments that could be made to improve the conference
experience overall.
